Lay Lake- Charles Lay – Jan 8th Water Festival at Motevallo-1200 students, development/ building picking back-up, Water Monitor needed on Lay
Lake Jordan- Tommy Head- Development slow- Joe’s Fish Camp for sale- more water monitors needed- Maxwell Airforce Base leasing property on point at east side of lake- sewage?  Due to politics in matter, big boat law on Martin, Weiss, & Wedowee lakes should be adopted rather than creating similar boating laws on lower Coosa lakes.

Lake Mitchell- Jim Woodrow Jr- Cleanup on Oct 24th yielded ~ 1 ton of trash, mostly bottles- Thompson High Key Club had 24 members help in cleanup- Annual Lake Mitchell HOBO at Water Course Nov. 20th- Steve Miles – spoke of the scholarship program thru Lake Mitchell HOBO- Water Monitoring for kids in Chilton, Coosa Counties- Streamside Management border( logging, development, etc to follow laws
319 Grant Growth Quality Workshop- Glenn Littleton- Buxuhatchee, Growth Quality Workshops well attended $8,000 with $9,000 to match.. Ag projects are scarce in North Chilton, South Shelby—switching to forestry/industry projects- Peat system @ Minooka Park- depth to rack led to need for pretreatment of effluent. Paid for with Adeca offroad grant $.. 8 acre lake, fish, hike, etc- Timberline Country Club project with grant money—need private foresters
ADEM Update- Gail Russell- Program using violations payments to fund projects.  Need well developed projects from 2-15,000 dollars.
Rain Barrel Project- Gail Russell- Rain Barrel program next Tuesday @ Desoto State Park- Several sponsors, coca cola( free barrels.  RC& D grant money bought 3 drills, screen, bungee, etc.  4 rain barrel and 2 NEMO workshops to be completed.  28% off at Lowes in Montgomery for a cost of 9.86 per barrel( 25 dollar per person= 15 $ per barrel for partnership—Need barrels from B’ham and Huntsville to avoid testing Mrs Russell’s over the road skills—Need volunteers and sites for Lower Coosa area, Minooka Park? Workshps includes Ashley Henderson’s presentation on barrels.  
Forestry Update- LeAnna Meadows, Bruce Springer- Surveys, aerial sweep on logging activity , puts foresters on ground to enforce regulations. 97 % compliant in 09’.
